Muscat Press and Publishing House launched two
weekly tabloid newspapers in 2007 - H! (English) and
Al Youm Al Sa’abie (Arabic). Both are distributed on
Fridays to the homes of subscribers of the publisher's
dailies - Al Shabiba and the Times of Oman - as well as
being available free from outlets such as shopping 
centres, hypermarkets, malls, community centres,
petrol stations, coffee shops and restaurants.

The concept of free weekly newspapers was 
introduced to Oman by Apex Press and Publishing,

which launched the English tabloid The Week in 2003,
and an Arabic version - Al Isbou’a - in 2006. The 
circulations of both are independently audited by BPA
Worldwide, also a first for Oman.

Another new edition in 2007 was Azzamn which
launched in August to become the Sultanate’s fourth
Arabic daily, alongside the Oman Arabic Daily, Al Watan
and Al Shabiba. Oman also has three English dailies -
the Oman Daily Observer, Times of Oman and 
Oman Tribune.
